BE ITENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of New Jersey:

40A:11-51 1. a. A county, municipality, independent authority, board of education, or frre distict is hereby authorized to
establish by ordinance, resolution or regulaton, as may be appropriate, measures limiing the awarding of public confracts
therefrom o business entiies that have made a contribution pursuant to P.L.1973, ¢.83 (C.19:44A-| et seq.) and limiing the
confributons that the holders of a contract can make during the term of a confract notwithstanding the provisions and
parameters of sections 1 through 12 of P.L.2004, ¢.19 (C. 19:44A-20.2 et al.) and secfion 22 of P.L.1973, ¢.83 (C.19:44A-22).

b. The provisions of P.L.2004, c.19 shall not be consfrued to supersede or preempt any ordinance, resolution or regulation of
a unit of local government that limits poliical contributions by business entiies performing or seeking to perform government
confracts. Any ordinance, resolution or regulation in efect on the effective date of P.L.2004, ¢.19 shall remain in effect and
those adopted after that effectve date shall be valid and enforceable.

c. An ordinance, resolution or regulaton adopted or promulgated as provided in this section shall be fled with the Secretary of
State.

52:34-25 2. a. Not later than 10 days prior to entering into any contract having an antcipated value in excess of
$17,500, except for a contract that is required by law to be publicly adverfised for Bids, a State agency, county, municipality,
independent authority, board of education, or fire district shall require any business enftty Quofing thereon or negotiating
therefore, to submit along with its Bid or price quote, a list of poliical contribuions as set forth in this subsection that are
reportable by the recipient pursuant to the provisions of P.L.1973, c.83

A business enfity contracing with a State agency shall disclose confributions to any State,
county, or municipal commitee of a poliical parly, legislatve leadership commitee, candidate commitee of a candidate for,
or holder of a State elecive ofice, or any continuing poliical commitiee. A business enfity contracng with a county,
municipality, independent authority, other than an independent authority that is a State agency, board of education, or frre
district shall disclose confributions to: any State, county, or municipal commitiee of a poliical party; any legislaive leadership
committee; or any candidate commitice of a candidate for, or holder of, an elective ofiice of that public enfity, of that county in
which that public enfity is located, of another public enfity within that county, or of a legislative district in which that public
entity is located or, when the public enfity is a county, of any legislative district which includes all or part of the county, or any
continuing poliical committee.

The provisions of this section shall not apply to a confract when a public emergency requires the immediate delivery of goods
or services.

b. When a business enfity is a natural person, a confribution by that person's spouse or child, residing therewith, shall be
deemed to be a contribution by the business entity. When a business enfity is other than a natural person, a confributon by
any person or other business enfty having an interest therein shall be deemed to be a confribution by the business entity.
When a business enty is other than a natural person, a contribution by: all principals, partners, officers, or directors of the
business enfity or their spouses; any subsidiaries directy or indirecy contolled by the business enfity; or any political
organization organized under section 527 of the Internal Revenue Code thatis directly or indirecty conftrolled by the business
enfity, other than a candidate committee, election fund, or political party committee, shall be deemed to be a confributon by
the business entity.

"State agency” means any of the principal departments in the Executive Branch of the State Government, and any division,
board, bureau, ofice, commission or other instrumentality within or created by such department, the Legislature of the State
and any office, board, bureau or commission within or created by the Legislaive Branch, and any independent State authority,
commission, instrumentality or agency.

(C.19:44A-5), seting forth all
such confributions made by the business enfity during the 12 months prior o the reporting deadline.

b. The commission shall prescribe forms and procedures for the reporting required in subsection a. of tis section
which shall include, but not be limited to:

(1) the name and mailing address of the business entity making the contribution, and the amount contributed during
the 12 months prior to the reporiing deadline;

(2) the name of the candidate for or the holder of any public ofice having ulimate responsibility for the awarding of
public contracts, candidate committee, joint candidates committee, poliical party commitiee, legislatve leadership commitiee,
poliical committee or continuing poliical committee receiving the contributon; and

(3) the amount of money the business enfity received from the public enfy through contract or agreement, the
dates, and informaton identifying each contract or agreement and describing the goods, services or equipment provided or
property sold.

c. The commission shall maintain a list of such reports for public inspection both at its ofice and through its Internet
site.

d. When a business entty is a natural person, a confributon by that person's spouse or child, residing therewith,
shall be deemed to be a contibuton by the business enfty. When a business entity is other than a natural person, a
confributon by any person or other business enfity having an interest therein shall be deemed to be a confributon by the
business enfity. When a business enfity is other than a natural person, a confributon by: all principals, parters,
officers, or directors of the business entiy, or their spouses; any subsidiaries directy or indirecly controlled by the business
enfity; or any poliical organizaton organized under section 527 of the Internal Revenue Code that is directly or indirecty
confrolled by the business entity, other than a candidate committee, electon fund, or poliical party commitiee, shall be
deemed fo be a contribution by the business entity.
