Repayment Terms and Equipment (2 Schedules):
Assume funding the transaction to escrow June 1, 2024.

Schedule 1, Term is 5 years for $300,000 to acquire technology infrastructure including white boards. The repayment of
Schedule 1 will be five years with five (5) equal annual payments, commencing on August 15, 2024.

Schedule 2, Term is 3 years for $200,000, for the purchase of Chromebooks. The repayment of Schedule 2 will be three
years with three (3) equal annual payments, commencing on August 15, 2024.

A county, municipality, independent authority, board of education, or fire district is hereby authorized to establish by ordinance,
resoluion or regulation, as may be appropriate, measures limiing the awarding of public confracts therefrom to business enftties tat have made
a confribution pursuant to P.L.1973, ¢.83 (C.19:44A-I et seq.) and limiing the contributions that the holders of a contract can make during the
term of a confract, notwithstanding the provisions and parameters of secions 1 through 12 of P.L.2004, .19 (C. 19:44A-20.2 et al.) and section
22 of P.L.1973, ¢.83 (C.19:44A-22).
