Terms: 
The Repayment term for the principal amount of $688,432.20, will be within six years.  Funding to escrow is anticipated 
on June 1, 2024.  The repayment term will be six years with five equal annual payments, commencing on August 15, 
2024. The Balloon payment equal to 30% ($206,529.66) of the original cost of the buses will be due on at the end of the 
fifth year. 
 

Escrow:

If any action or administrative 

proceeding results in an award of damages against the owner, or if the owner incurs any expense to cure a 

violation of the ADA which has been brought pursuant to its grievance procedure, the contractor shall satisfy and 

discharge the same at its own expense. 

  

The owner shall, as soon as practicable after a claim has been made against it, give written notice thereof to the

It is further agreed and understood that the owner assumes no obligation to indemnify or save harmless the 

contractor, its agents, servants, employees and subcontractors for any claim which may arise out of their 

performance of this Agreement. Furthermore, the contractor expressly understands and agrees that the 

provisions of this indemnification clause shall in no way limit the contractor's obligations assumed in this 

Agreement, nor shall they be construed to relieve the contractor from any liability, nor preclude the owner from 

taking any other actions available to it under any other provisions of the Agreement or otherwise at law.

The contractor agrees to post in 

conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the Public Agency 
Compliance Officer setting forth provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.
